REGISTRATION 

Location: Torrens Parade Ground, off King William Rd Adelaide  

Drop off zone: Participants can be dropped off on Victoria Drive or Kintore 
Ave and walk/ride to the registration location 

Registration opens: 8:30am 

Registration closes: 10:15am 

Who:   Each participant must sign on with his/her parent or guardian 

Start time:  from 10:00am 

Finish time:  Approximately 11:00am 

Ride groups:  There will be two ride groups. 

   6 – 8 year olds will ride from 10:00am – 10:20am 

   9 – 12 years olds will ride from 10:25 – 10:40 am 

 

REGISTRATION PROCEDURE 

At the time of registration each participant will receive a  wristband corresponding 
to their ride group.  This wristband must be worn along with the official Bupa mini 
tour for kids t-shirt to participate in the ride.   

Each parent/guardian will receive a wristband that corresponds with a participant/s 
wristband which will assist in the de-registration process. 

 

DE-REGISTRATION PROCEDURE 

 Each parent/guardian will receive a wristband that corresponds with a 
participant/s 

 Please ensure the parent/guardian who wears the wristband is the one to 
collect the child at the de-registration area, as this will need to be matched 
with the participant/s wristband. 

 Parents/guardians must sign their child out of the de-registration area. 

 Participants will not be released from the de-registration area until a 
parent/guardian with the corresponding wristband has signed the release

 A bike in good working order 

 Australian standards approved helmet 

 Own water bottle 

 Comfortable riding clothes 
 

ENTRY INCLUDES 

At registration each participant will receive: 

 Goodie bag 

 Bupa mini tour t-shirt to wear while riding and to keep 

 Wristband accreditation; and 

 Water 

 

Both the t-shirt and wristband must be worn to gain entry to the track.  Your 
parent/guardian will also receive a wristband to wear. 

 

FACILITIES AND ACTIVITIES ON SITE 

The following facilities will be available on-site for the use of participants and 
parent/guardian.

 Bike racks (you will need to supply your own lock/chain) 

 Lots of natural shade 

 Kids warm up area

*Please note that the kids zone will be closed from 11:30am.  There will be food, 
drink and activities held across the road in Elder Park during Stage 6 of the Santos 
Tour Down Under.
